	Choose an item from the house/garden. Don’t tell your partner what it is.

Give verbal instructions on how to draw it. Think about shapes, length of lines, direction and size. 
How detailed can you make your instructions? 
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	Go on a sound hunt in your house or garden. Draw or write the sounds you can hear. Can you recreate the sound?
	How many words can you make that end with ‘ad’?
 (e.g. bad, dad, mad). 
Try with other endings (am, an, it, at)

	Read a story book (from your house or online). Tell an adult about your favourite setting.
	Write a thank you note for someone who is helping us e.g. your teacher, the bin person, the delivery person.

	Practice spelling some tricky words by throwing a ball backwards and forwards, saying a letter each time you throw it.
Challenge yourself by standing on one leg!

Try the same thing but with kicking a football or batting a tennis ball backwards and forwards.

	Write down all the sounds you can hear in your house or garden. Order them from quietest to loudest.
	How many words can you think of that begin with these blends?

	A
	Play ‘Would You Rather?’

Give someone in your house a choice of 2 things. e.g. Would you rather eat cabbage or sprouts? They must explain why.

Take it in turns to ask.

Other ideas:

Give up TV or tablet?

Wear no socks or no shoes? Do homework or wash up? Bath in jelly or baked beans?


	Write the letters s, a, t, p, i and n on pieces of paper. Get an adult to call out a letter sound (sss, mmm). First person to grab it wins!

	Draw a picture of a winter scene. Label 5 things on your picture. Ask an adult for help if you need it.
	Listen to at least one story read by an adult.

This could be your mum or dad (or older brother or sister).

You could also listen to a story online on YouTube or an author’s website.
Find a winter story to read or look on YouTube e.g: One Winter's Day - YouTube.
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	Draw a picture of a winter character (Snowman? Jack Frost? A penguin?) Add a speech bubble to show what they are saying.
	Play a game with your family where you have to use your literacy skills.

You could play:

Hangman

Boggle

Junior Scrabble

Monopoly

Upwords

Bananagrams

or any other games you have at home or online.

	Stick the letters of the alphabet outside or around the house. Ask an adult to call out a letter sound. Try and find it.

	Draw a picture of a winter scene. Label 10 things on your picture. Use a dictionary to help with spelling.
	
	Draw a winter cartoon strip to tell a story. Use speech bubbles to show what the characters are saying.
	

	
	C
	
	Write the letters of the alphabet outside/on paper. Ask an adult to call out a word. Jump onto each letter in turn or grab the right letters and arrange them to make a word. 

	Draw a picture of a winter scene. Label 15 things on your picture. Check your spellings using a dictionary.

	
	Write a play about winter. Think about the characters and what they might say. You could act it out afterwards!

	A
	Interview!

Pick a family member and interview them. Pretend to be a news reporter.

 What sort of questions could you ask them?

What do you want to find out?

Question words: Who? What? Where? When? Why? How?
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	Find some items in the house that have 2 syllables (e.g. jump-er). Clap them out.
	How many different words can you make out of the word ‘winter’? (e.g. we, win, tin)
	Find a book with no words – just pictures. Try making up your own words for the story.
	Draw a picture of a winter scene. Label the story with wintery words. You could get an adult to help.

	Play ‘I Spy’. How many things can you find beginning with all the letters (and their sounds) of the alphabet? 

Can you ‘spy’ anything beginning with sh, ch or th?

Can you try and sound out or spell the word when you’ve guessed it?

	How many words can you think of that have 3 syllables? 4 syllables? Jump/stomp them out.
	How many different words can you make out of the word ‘winter’? Can you put them in alphabetical order?

	Read a book alone or with a family member. See if you can re-tell the story in your own words.
	Create a story map about a wintery tale. Draw lots of pictures add in some wintery words.

	Choose some of your words (e.g. jump-er). Swap around the syllables (e.g. per-jump). What is your new word?
	How many different words can you make out of the word ‘hailstone’? Which is your biggest word?

	Read a story. Talk about the ending – was it a good one? Could it be better? Try to create a different ending. 

	Write a story about winter. Can you include some wintery adjectives? e.g. frosty, bitter, glistening

	A
	Think of a new rule you would like to have at home e.g. to eat chocolate all day, to wear your pyjamas all day, to sleep in a den. 

Can you persuade your adult that your idea is a good one? 
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	Collect some items from around the house e.g. sock, hat.
Think about the rhyme (end sound). How many things can you find or think of that rhyme with that item?

The winner is the person who has the most rhyming words.

	Choose some tricky words. Write them on post-it notes or paper.
 Get an adult to hide them around the house 
Adult to call out a word at a time while you try and find it. 

	Make a comfy den to read books in. Can you fill it with different reading material?
 e.g. a fiction book,  an information book, a comic, a newspaper, a joke book.
Try reading in the dark with a torch! Or read to a family member/have them read to you. 

Share a book you loved as a baby/younger child. Encourage your family to share their favourite books. 

	Draw a picture of you cleaning your teeth. Label it.
Think of another morning task (getting dressed, making your bed) and draw a labelled picture of this activity. 
	Go on a nature walk. What can you see? Take a photo of the things you find or draw them.
Label them – you could find their names in a dictionary or on the internet.

Can you create a poster of what you found on your walk? Or perhaps an information booklet?

	Choose 3 words you find tricky to spell. Practise writing them in sand/glitter/using different coloured pens.
	
	Write out some instructions to help an alien clean its teeth! Use detail as the alien hasn’t done this before. Remember the pictures!

	Rhyming hopscotch! Chalk out a hopscotch grid and fill each square with an object. Adult to shout out a word – jump to the square with the rhyming object inside. 

	Choose 3 words you find tricky to spell. Practise them. How many times you can write them in 1 minute? Can you beat your time?
	
	Write some instructions for getting ready in the morning. Remember to use time connectives: first, then, next, after that, later, finally
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
